Thank you to Mr. Kennedy with KSI, Kennedy Solutions Inc. for being our speaker for our
first meeting of 2022. Mr. Kennedy spoke about grease and oil interceptors.

Grease, FOG. | know you love it. Fats, Oils, Grease that are generated from food
processing or preparation. Why do we care? Because your city’s wastewater plant won’t
be happy with you or your client if you don’t eliminate these from entering the municipal
sewer system. In Michigan, where we use the 2018 Michigan Plumbing Code you will need

to refer to chapter 10, section 1003 for information on interceptors.

How to size a gravity interceptor? The IPC tells you to use the maximum flow rate in
gallons per minute and multiply that by 30 minutes (retention). If you want to be sure, you
should look at EPA or UPC sizing guidelines which look into each fixture that is discharging
into the grease line. You’ll need information on hours of operation and load factors. Not

always easy to get this information.

You’ll also find helpful information and sizing solutions from the various interceptor
manufacturer.

What's it looks like, below is a picture of one of KSI's units: Below is a large outdoor unit.
You'll find many municipalities will require, or at least prefer that all traps be located

outside for ease of service and limit cleaning inside food prep areas.

How about inside or point of use interceptors. Certainly, popular, and maybe your best
solution for a single sink or two and not a full kitchen. Here you will use a
Hydromechanical grease interceptors. This use gravity separation aided by vented flow
control. These can be located on the floor under the sink or recessed in the floor. These
are typically sized based on the volume of the sink timed to discharge in 60 seconds (to

calculate a gpm).
