Surface Water Issues and shallow well problems

are among the toughest water problems to treat! These
waters can contain many elements including rust-causing
stains, clogging of pipes and fixtures, manganese,
rotten egg smell caused by hydrogen sulfide gas, and
decaying vegetation that makes the water stink, taste
metallic, or sometimes contains tannins that stain and
cannot be removed or reduced by conventional means.

We will discuss each issue separately and offer solutions
to the problems caused by each issue, which are most

commonly found in wells & aquifers and are generally :
close to lakes, ponds, or rivers. Image of iron staining.

Part 1: Iron
Iron can be present in city or well Water; it can start to stain at .6 parts per million (very low).
It gets increasingly difficult to treat when it's greater than 1 ppm and can run as high as 10 ppm!

Iron can be in two forms:
1. Ferrous (clear water)
2. Ferric

Generally in the Midwest, we have clear water iron (ferrous) which means it draws clear
and doesn’t precipitate out until it sits and is oxidized. This iron form is easier to treat.
There can also be bacterial iron in well water that requires a heavy chlorine treatment!

Fliers can help with this by running a water analysis
& developing a plan for the proper equipment.

Did you know? The updated ASPE/ANSI 45-2018 standard for Siphonic Roof Drainage is
now open for public review! The Working Group in charge of updating the standard has

completed their review, and the updated version is available for feedback.

The ASPE 45 system design standard covers engineered siphonic roof drainage systems,
ensuring they operate at full capacity through correct pipe sizing and specialized siphonic
roof drains. It sets out minimum performance criteria, inspection and testing guidelines,
and key design principles for these systems. It does not cover conventional roof drains,
atmospheric drainage systems, or sanitary drainage, which are addressed by ANSI/ASTM

A112.6.4.

Anyone impacted by or interested in these updates is encouraged to share their input by
November 18, 2024.
